Camp New Life Summer Day Camp

We are so glad you have decided to send your child to Camp New Life.  It is our desire that he/she has a fun, successful time with us.  If you have any questions please direct them to the program director, or the board of directors at your earliest convenience.  

This is a Christian camp. We will be sharing the love of the Lord Jesus Christ with the children.  Please understand that being a Christian camp does not mean that all campers behave like “little angels.”  The purpose of Camp New Life is to win campers and their families to saving faith in the Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, and then to help those campers and their families to grow in their faith.  It is our purpose to love those who do not yet know Christ until they ask us why, and then to share Christ with them.  We invite your family to be a part of this mission work.  Please visit http://campnewlifenc.org/ for more information.

You are welcome to visit the Camp New Life campus at any time.  Just check in and out with the Program Director.  We encourage you to volunteer as much as you are able.

If your child has been ill, please wait 24 hours before sending your child back to camp.  If your child has a fever, we will call you to pick up your child immediately.

We cannot administer medications on an as-needed basis (especially over-the-counter medications).  If you child needs such medications, we will call you to come and administer the medication.  It is preferred that medications taken on a regular basis be taken at home.  If your child must have a mid-day dose, send the medication in the original container with your child’s name on it and a doctors note.  Do not discontinue or decrease the dosage of medications your child takes during the school year. 

Sunscreen must be in its original container and be labeled with your child’s name.  The camp staff requests parents to administer the day’s first application of sunscreen at home prior to coming to camp; the staff will assume you have done so.

Haywood County Schools provides a free lunch for all campers about ¾ of the time.  Check the marker board at the Teardrop frequently to learn when campers should bring lunches from home.  Refrigeration is not available to campers.  We will *not* be microwaving any lunches this year.  Remember *no* food or drinks will be consumed at Chapel.  Please do *not* send extra snacks for your child; the churches of Haywood County provide snacks for campers and good manners does not allow for children to eat snacks brought from home under those circumstances.

Dress Code

1~ Campers must wear shorts with a 1 inch inseam
2~ Campers must wear shirts with a 2 inch straps (this includes *no* halter tops)
3~ Campers must wear pants, and shorts above underwear. 
4~ Campers *cannot* wear clothes that promote drugs, alcohol, gangs, or anything sexual.
5~ Campers must wear tennis shoes unless going or coming from the pool.
6~ Campers must wear shirts inside the lodge.
7~ Campers can wear hats, but not indoors.
8~ Male campers must wear swim trunks to the pool (speedos, or underwear are unacceptable)
9~ Female campers must wear a one-piece bathing suit. (if two pieces  she must wear a colored shirt/tank top that does not show her belly, a white shirt is unacceptable). 
10~ Campers cannot wear chains, or anything simulating chains to camp.


If campers are not dressed properly we will call a parent/guardian to bring the appropriate clothing.  If parent does not bring proper clothing camper will not be allowed back to camp for a period of 1 day with no refund. 


Rules for Campers 2011

Ethics

1~ Campers will participate in all camp activities 
2~ Campers will obey and listen to all camp staff and volunteers.
3~ Campers will refrain from profanity.
4~ Campers will refrain from fighting.
5~ Campers will not steal.



Objects not allowed

1~ Camper cannot bring electronics to camp (this includes cell phones, ipods, or hand-held games)
2~ Campers cannot bring toys or pool toys to camp.
3~ Campers cannot bring weapons or anything simulating a weapon to camp.
4~ Campers cannot bring personal toys to camp unless it is something pertaining to a camp activity (if a child brings a toy, please have it labeled with your child’s name)

Disciplinary policy 

If campers do not follow the code of ethics the following will happen:

Dress code violation 

If a camper breaks the dress code: 

1st offense: Change clothes (call parent for change of clothes).

2nd offense:  Change Clothes (call parent for change of clothes) and silent lunch.

3rd offense sent home for a period of 1 day with no refund for the day.

If Parent does not bring clothing the child will be sent home for a period of 1 day without a refund.

Camper to Camp staff violation

Disrespect: 

1st offense:  Silent lunch

2nd offense: 2 days Silent lunch (and a call to parent)

3rd offense:  Sent home for a period of 1 day with no refund for the day.

Disruption to activity:

1st offense:  Silent Lunch

2nd offense: 2 days Silent Lunch and phone call

3rd offense: Sent home for a period of 1 day no refund for the day

Failure to comply with a reasonable request:

1st offense: Silent lunch

2nd offense: 2 days Silent lunch and phone call home

3rd offense: Sent home for a period of 1 day with no refund for the day

Cursing Staff:

1st offense: Sent home for a period of 1 day with no refund.

2nd offense: Sent home for a period of 2 days with no refund.

3rd offense: Sent home for a period of 3 days with no refund.

Threatening, and physically assaulting staff:

1st offense: Sent home for a period of 1 day with no refund.

2nd offense: Sent home for a period of 3 days with no refund.

3rd offense:  Sent home for a 1 week.

If continues camper will be expelled from camp for the reminder of the summer.

Breaking code of ethics 

Profanity:  

1st offense: 1 day of silent lunch

2nd offense 2 days of silent lunch and a phone call home

3rd offense sent home for the reminder of the day with no refund.


Use of cell phones and other electronic devices:

1st offense: Taken, silent lunch and phone call home.

2nd offense: Taken, 2 days silent lunch and phone call home

3rd offense: Taken, and sent home.

If camper is already to 3rd offense in any section parent will be called and camper will be sent home with no refund.  If offenses continue to occur camper will be sent home for the reminder of the summer.  

Behavior Management

Praise and positive reinforcement are effective methods of the behavior management of campers.  When campers receive positive, non-violent, and understanding interactions from adults and others, they develop good self-concepts, problems solving abilities, and self-discipline. 

We do:

1~ Praise, reward, and encourage the campers

2~ Reason with and set limits for the campers

3~ Model appropriate behavior for campers

4~ Modify the environment to attempt to prevent problems before they occur.

5~ Listen to the campers

6~ Provide alternatives for inappropriate behavior to the campers

7~ Provide the campers with natural and logical consequences of their behaviors.

8~ Treat the campers as people and respect their needs, desires, and feelings.

9~ Ignore minor misbehaviors 

10~ Explain things to campers on their levels.

We do not:

1~ Spank, shake, bite, pinch, push pull slap, or other wise physically punish the campers.

2~ Make fun of, yell at, threaten, make sarcastic remarks about, use profanity or other verbally abuse the campers.

3~ Shame or punish the campers when bathroom accidents occur.

4~ Deny food or rest as punishment

5~ Leave the campers alone, unattended, or without supervision.

6~ Place the campers in locked rooms, closets, or boxes as punishment

7~ Allow discipline of campers by other campers.

8~ Criticize, make fun of, or otherwise belittle campers’ parents, families, or ethnic groups.

Operational Policy 2011
Hours of Operation: Camp is in session, June 20th to August 5th (possible change because of snow), Monday though Friday.  Camp hours are 8:00- 5:00.  Parent drop off begins at 7:45 am.  All campers must be picked up no later than 5:30 pm.  Late fees are $5.00 for every 5 minutes after 5:30.  Camp is $80/ week for 1 child, 2 children $120, and 3 children $150; there is *no* daily fee.  You must pay if your child attends even one day in a particular week.  (You do not have to pay for weeks your child does not attend any days.) All payments are non-refundable.
Children served: Camp New Life serves children entering grades 1-6 in the fall of 2011.

Admission Procedures: Enrollment is complete when the following have been accomplished:

· Completion of camper application 2011

· Registration fee of $25 or late fee $35

Parents are responsible for updating camper’s files when any changes, especially changes in parent addresses and contact information. 
Services provided:  Campers will participate in a variety of activities. These include, but not limited to:

· Arts and Crafts






· Cabin Devotions

· Chapel

· Games

· Music

· Nature

· Thematic Activities

Lunch and Snacks:  Camp New Life serves the lunch that Haywood County Schools provides daily for campers.  On occasion, campers may need to bring their own lunch.  The camp serves snacks provided by the churches of Haywood County.  Parents are welcome to send birthday cupcakes and other special occasion snacks to be consumed at times other than snack time.  Please notify the Program Director and make specific arrangements with your child’s counselor.

Tuition:  Payment is due on Monday (or the first day of attendance) of any week that your child attends.  Statements are issued at the end of the calendar year; however you may request a receipt when you make a payment.  It helps so sustain the program if your account is current, but we will work with your so that your child may continue to attend.  Tuition payments are non-refundable.   

Returned Check Fees:  Camp New Life charges $15 for any returned checks.  After the second returned check, cash will be required for tuition payments.

Accidents:  If an accident occurs in the program and a camper is injured, we will follow these steps:

1~ The staff will administer first aid to minor injuries such as cuts, scrapes, etc.

2~ The staff will notify parents of an injury that might require medical attention.

3~ The staff will call 911 in cause of a serious injury and then notify parents.  We will use Haywood Regional Medical Center.

4~ All accidents will be reported on an Incident Report.  Parents are asked to read the report and sign the page.  Incident Reports are kept in a bound book in the Program Director’s file box.

Child Abuse and Neglect:  Camp New Life trains staff in recognizing signs of abuse and neglect.  We are required by North Carolina law to report any suspected child abuse or neglect.

Abuse, according to North Carolina law, is when a parent or caregiver puts a child at risk of serious injury or allows another to put a child at risk or injury.  According to North Carolina law, neglect occurs when a child does not receive proper care, supervision or discipline or when a child is abandoned.

If such cases arise, the alerted staff will report to the Program Director.  The Director will notify DSS.  We understand that reports may be made anonymously and a person cannot be held liable for a report made in good faith.

Unattended Children in Cars:  Do not leave your child (camper or other child) in your car for any reason.  It is a violation of North Carolina law to leave a child in a car.  We are required to report all noted instances to DSS.

Parent Participation Plan:  We emphasize the important of open communication.  Camp New Life is an “open door” facility that allows for parents to visit at any time.  We understand that most parents are no available to serve as volunteers in our program.  We do however encourage any opportunity that may arise for parent involvement.  We are available to discuss concerns or questions at any time.

Remember to label all items belonging to your camper with his/her name.  Toys/games, cell phones and other electronic devices should be left at home!
